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EASTER VIGIL
& BAPTISM

From the days of the early Church the

Easter Vigil has been the time for adult

converts to be baptized and enter the

Church. The Easter Vigil consists of four

general parts: the Service of Light, the

Liturgy of the Word, the Lit-

urgy of Baptism, and the

Liturgy of the Eucharist.

After the conclusion of

’(_X' the Liturgy of the Word,

catechumens (those who

<" have never been baptized)

and candidates (those who have

been baptized in a non-Catholic Chris-

‘tian denomination) are initiated into

the Church respectively by baptism and

confirmation. The faithful are sprinkled

with holy water and renew their baptis-

mal vows. Then all adult candidates are

confirmed and general intercessions are

stated. The Easter Vigil concludes with

the Liturgy of the Eucharist and the re-
ception of Holy Communion.
