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The Most Holy Trinity
June 7, 2009
Go . . . and make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.
— Matthew 28:19
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Spiritual Reflection

In the name of the Father, the Son and the
Holy Spirit! That’s probably that first prayer we
learned as children. It didn’t seem very complicated at
the time. It had motions to go with it that helped us
involve ourselves as well. Father, Son and Spirit... it
seems reasonable enough.

As we grow older, we find that it’s too much for us to
completely understand. The three persons in the Blessed Trinity
are all the same age, too! Our Church building could be filled to
the ceiling beams with books and articles written about the
Trinity. All of them fail to explain it. We call it the “Mystery of the
Trinity.” And so it is!

Because the Trinity is a mystery, though, doesn’t mean
we cannot enter into it. We know that we, the wotld, and all that
is in it came from somewhere. That makes common sense. As
Christians we come to believe that God made it all. We hear
accounts of it in the Scriptures. We have learned it since we’ve
been small children. As we hear in the Book of Proverbs this
weekend, “The Lord begot me, the first-born of His ways.” God
made the wotld and all that is in it. God made us. God said, “It is
good!”

So we followed God. Sometimes, in our selfishness, we
turned away. We needed God very much. People prayed that God
would send a redeemer, one who would guide and protect them,
one who would reveal the presence of God. And so it happened;
Jesus was born. He lived as one of us, because He was. He was
fully human, yet fully divine. That concept doesn’t fit into our
heads at all. But we came to know and love Jesus. He put into
practice the life religious leaders were talking about. He was the
living Word of God.

Jesus experienced all that it was to be human. He
showed His love for God and for us by dying on the cross for us.
He redeemed us by crashing through the barriers of darkness, sin
and death. He brought us the gift of everlasting life, and of God’s
forgiveness as well. He yearned that we might be on as He and the
Father are one.

Jesus ascended into heaven. He knew His disciples
would still need a lot of help. The love Jesus had for the Father
and the Father had for Him overflowed and was given to us
through the gift of the Holy Spirit. It made the weak strong and
the frightened featless. It reminded us that we are not alone, that
God was with us always. It brought us not only courage, but
wisdom as well. We came to see that we were not alone at all, that
God would always be with us to help us do God’s work.

We try to understand how all of this can be. Saint Patrick
tried to explain it to the people of Ireland by holding up a
shamrock and explaining the three distinct leaves, yet the one life
that flowed through them all. Others have tried to explain as well.
Again, this mystery will not fit into our heads.

So we simply “live” the mystery. We know God made
us, that Jesus redeemed us, and that the Holy Spirit sanctifies and
strengthens us. We know that we are not alone. We know that
when we try to do God’s work, God will always be there to give
us what we need to accomplish it. So we leave Church this
weekend, encouraged and filled with all we need to live as God’s
people. Our mission this week is the same as every week, to “Go
in peace to love and serve the Lord.” We won’t be alone when we
try to do so! Have a good week!
